AIMS

Early Years Foundation Stage

In the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS), O.L.O.L. aims to provide a link to literacy
through providing effective learning in the broader area of Communication, Language and
Literacy (CLLD) and the planning and teaching of cross-curricular links within the other five
areas of learning — personal, social and emotional, knowledge and understanding of the
world, problem solving, reasoning and numeracy, creative and physical development.

Key Stages 1 and 2

In Key Stage 1, O.L.O.L. aims to promote a curriculum which continues the good practise in
EYFS through the transition into Year 1. Literacy throughout the key stages underpins all
learning opportunities including speaking and listening skills, reading, writing, handwriting
and spelling. Literacy opens the door to life-long learning, opportunities and enjoyment. It is
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
